1. Remove right side panel.

Z. Remove all springs that hcld stock pipe on and save, you will re-
use some later.

3. Remove stock pipe from chassis.

4. Remove rubber bumpers from bottom of criginal pipe brackets and
install onto new pipe's silencer. Hint! use WD-40 or dish soap to
helyp with this.

5. The stealth pipe is a two pliece unit. Start by installing the
pipe body in the chassis with the silencer unit removed. Do not
install any springs yvet.

6. Now put silicone gealer inside the silencers' double seal flange.
Be careful as not to get silicone inside either the pipe or inside
the silencer. Install the Stealth silencer onto the pipe body
making sure 1t goes all the way on.

Now install the two original springs at the head pipe, then the
spring arcund the center body. Now install the itwo new springs
that hold the silencer assembly tc the pipe body. Lastly using
the original pipe silencer spring, hook one end to the lower
chaincase spring hook, then around the stealth silencer, {(not the
whole pipe) then hook back to the same spring hook. Be sure that
the spring lays between the bolt head and aluminum rib on the
chaincase. Fill the center of the canister springs with silicone
sealer to prevent their breakage due to vibration.

8. Make sure pipe exits properly out the original hole in chassis.
Replace side panel and check for pipe contacting anything it
shouldn't. Check to make sure there 1is no leakage at the head
pipe flange, a leak here will cause a major performance decrease.
